SPONSOR A DOG
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There are lots of expenses involved rescuing dogs.  Each dog that passes through is given a complete physical, vaccinated, microchipped, tested for heartworm and spayed/neutered.  Our mission is to produce a healthy dog ready to go into a private home to be worshipped for the next 10 to 15 years. We request an adoption fee to cover the minimum costs involved in preparing a healthy dog for adoption.  Our costs greatly exceed $200  per dog for the dogs if they are sick or injured.  Even with a generous discount from our vet, the cost to cure the heartworm disease is several hundred dollars.

  We do not receive money from any organization or humane society.  All funding comes from the generosity of individuals like yourself.

Toward that end, dogs are placed in permanent homes that meet our Standards for Adoption.
